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MARYLAND POLICE AND CORRECTIONAL TRAINING COMMISSIONS

NON-CLIENT USER AGREEMENT
This Agreement (“Agreement”) is made by and between the Maryland Police and Correctional Training Commissions (“MPCTC”), 6852 4th Street, Sykesville, Maryland 21784, and      
(“the Non-Client User”),

The Agreement sets forth all the terms and conditions by which MPCTC permits the Non-Client User to use MPCTC’s property and/or premises for the purpose(s) of conducting activity described as: (specify training to be conducted).

In consideration of the mutual agreements contained herein, it is hereby agreed by and between the parties as follows:

1. MPCTC has control over the property titled to the State of Maryland, specifically, Firearms Training Facility, located at 7320 Slacks Road, Sykesville, Maryland  21784 (“FTF or “the Property”).

2.
For the purpose described above, the Non-Client User may enter upon and use the Property on one or more days which will be mutually agreed upon by each party’s contact person identified in Paragraph 5 below.

A.  The Non-Client User’s use of the Property shall not disrupt or negatively impact the normal course of MPCTC business.

B.  The training areas/venues reserved for the Non-Client User are: classrooms, MILO Systems, Pistol/Shotgun Ranges, Rifle Range & Decision Range
C.  Permission to access and use the Property in the identified areas or venues does not constitute the right to use any training areas or venues on the Property without advanced authorization or at times not expressly agreed upon.
3.
If, due to weather conditions or any other occurrence beyond either party’s control, the purpose of this Agreement cannot be implemented during the time specified, the parties may agree to reschedule for a later, mutually agreeable date to be documented in writing.
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If the Non-Client User notifies the MPCTC contact person of a cancellation prior to the date of scheduled use, the parties may agree to reschedule for a later, mutually agreeable date to be documented in writing.
5.
Operational matters pertaining to this Agreement shall be addressed to and coordinated through each party’s contact person.  For purposes of this Agreement, MPCTC’s contact persons are Jamie L. Green, Firearms Training Range Master and Stephen D. Kuhn, Firearms Training 

Senior Instructor.  The Non-Client User’s contact person is      

6.
Excluding structures and improvements permanently attached to the Property, the Non-Client User shall provide its own equipment as necessary to effect the purpose of this Agreement, and is authorized to bring same onto the Property.  The Non-Client User agrees to remove same after completion of its activity, and to leave the Property in as good condition as when received.  MPCTC does not assume any responsibility for any equipment of the Non-Client User left or stored on the Property.
7.
The Non-Client User shall use reasonable care to prevent damage to MPCTC’s property and premises. The Non-Client User shall, at its own expense, remove all trash and debris resulting from the Non-Client User’s activities on the Property.  The Non-Client User shall notify an FTF staff member immediately upon signing out at the end of their training day of any damage caused by its agents, employees, representatives, guests, participants, or attendees.  The Non-Client User will be responsible for repairs to noted damage on a mutually agreeable date at the Non-Client User’s expense.
8.
The parties agree that member(s) of MPCTC staff may be present on the Property throughout the Non-Client User’s use of the Property, and shall have access to the Non-Client User’s activities in order to monitor same for safety and property maintenance issues.  MPCTC staff is authorized to order some or all of the Non-Client User’s activities to cease if they believe a significant safety risk exists, or if significant damage occurs to State Property or any MPCTC equipment. 

9.
Non-Client User agrees to reimburse MPCTC for its use of the Property for the purpose(s) described in this Agreement within thirty (30) days of billing, unless MPCTC  

And the Non-Client User otherwise specifically agree in writing to another time frame.

The amount of reimbursement is pre-calculated in a cost matrix taking into account the number of trainees, the number of rounds fired and the total number of hours (or portions thereof) using the training venue on a daily basis. 
10.
The Non-Client User hereby agrees to indemnify and hold harmless MPCTC and the State of Maryland, and their agents, employees, and representatives, from and against all actions, liability, claims, suits, damages, costs and expenses of any kind which result from injury, loss or damage to persons or property resulting from the actions of the Non-Client User’s agents, employees, representatives, guests, participants or attendees. 
11.
The Non-Client User hereby agrees to reimburse MPCTC for any and all costs and expenses relating to damage to the Property or to structures or improvements located thereon, which result from the actions of the Non-Client User’s agents, employees, representatives, guests, participants, or attendees should such damage exceed a reasonable Non-Client User as stated in Paragraph 7, above.
12.
The liability of the State of Maryland and MPCTC for claims, suits, damages, costs and expenses that result from injury, loss or damage to persons or property caused by the negligent actions of MPCTC employees or agents is provided in the Maryland Tort Claims Act, Md. Code Ann., State Gov’t §12-101 et seq.
13.
This Agreement shall not be construed to authorize the Non-Client User to confer rights to use or access of the property upon any third party which is not a party to this Agreement.  

14.
This Agreement shall not be construed to authorize the Non-Client User to enter upon or use the property for any purpose other than the purpose set forth in this Agreement.  

15.
This Agreement shall not be construed to create any relationship whatsoever between the State of Maryland or its agents, employees, or representatives, and the Non-Client User or any of its agents, employees, representatives, guests, participants, or attendees.

16.
MPCTC and the State of Maryland shall not assume any obligation to indemnify, hold harmless, or defend any claims, or to pay attorneys’ fees or costs, that may arise from or in any way be associated with the performance or operation of this Agreement.

17.
This Agreement shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of Maryland. 

18.
Either party may terminate this User Agreement without further obligation and without penalty, with the exception of reimbursement for damages and repairs noted in Paragraphs 7 and 11 above, at any time upon seven (7) days written notice.  

19.
This Agreement is entered into as of the last date indicated below, and remains in effect until the “Non-Client User” notifies the Firearms Training Unit of their intentions to cease using the facility.  This Agreement may be amended only in writing signed by the parties. 
20.
This Agreement is incorporated into and made part of the Contract Documents that form the entire Contract between the parties.
